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REMINDERS

At Parents’ Evening on the 23™ October, we have invited Claire Donnelly a dietician currently working at the
Royal Free Hospital to answer any questions about Healthy Eating.

Please can | remind you all that before and after school hours it is your responsibility to look after your child in
the playground. Staff cannot monitor behaviour issues once school has closed as they are busy meeting,
preparing and planning for the following day. Children cannot stay in school after 3.15pm if they are not
supervised by an adult. Children attending a morning club should not arrive at school until five minutes before
the start time of the club. Thank you for your cooperation.
