Your task is to complete a 
physical activity diary for one week 
during this half term. Activities could 
include going for a walk, cycling, 
taking part in a playground activity 
or a sport of your choice. Once 
you've completed your log, bring it 
into school to share with your class.

Choose a geographical location and design 

a new and unusual hotel. You could look at 

some existing hotels for inspiration: an ice 

hotel, treetop hotels, or Giraffe Manor. 

Think about the weather, what people 

might like to do there, and how you want 

the hotel to look. Also consider a theme - 

what will the staff wear? What will the 

rooms look like?
