Choose a book you really like and write a book    

review for it.  

You can use these questions to help you: 

• Is the book fiction or non-fiction? 

• Where is the story set? 

• What was your favourite part of the book? 

• Who was your favourite character? 

• Does the book remind you of any other books? 

• Would you recommend the book? 

• Who would enjoy this book? 

You can then give it a star rating at the end! 

Pretend you are on holiday             

somewhere. It could be any country 

around the world, or even in space 

or under the sea!   

Write a postcard from this place to a 

friend or family member. 

Remember to: 

• Write about what you have 

been doing there. 

• Write about what it is like.  

• Use informal language.  

 

Start reading a book you haven't ever read before     

(it could be the reading book you are given from 

school).  

Only read the first few pages. 

Then write down your prediction of what you think 

will happen in the story. 

Read the rest of the book—were you correct?
